Out of stock in the past 3 months
Australian and US consumers have been most impacted 

by shortages in grocery products, with over half of 

respondents indicating they have experienced out of 

stock issues in the last three months from December 2021 

to February 2022. As for what exactly was missing from 

the shelf, this varies in different markets. In Australia the 

key categories impacted have been toilet paper, fresh 

meat, frozen foods, fresh produce, rice and facial tissues.

               The great toilet paper shortage appears to have

               been an Australian phenomena, with two-thirds 

of Aussie consumers claiming to be affected by shortages 

versus 1 in 2 Americans and only 1 in 4 UK consumers.

Australians appear to be the most 

patient consumers, with half 

indicating their response to empty 

shelves was initially just to wait for 

a re-stock. When that didn't work 

1 in 3 shopped around while 3 in 

10 switched to alternative 

products. Brits and Americans 

were less likely to switch products 

(1 in 5 consumers did) but were 

more likely to buy online to find 

the products they wanted.

When analysing differences between generations, in 

Australia and UK, Millennials are impacted the most by the 

supply pressures followed by Baby Boomers, Gen X and Gen 

Z. For US however, both Baby Boomers and Millennials are 

displaying a bigger shortage across the board.
